180 Degree Truth #1: See that the impact of the arrival of the Kingdom is
revealed through the reign of Christ on 1(20:1-6)

Calvary East Valley holds to dispensational premillennialism, which sees the
millennium as a literal 1000 year period of time where Christ will return to
rule and reign on this earth following the tribulation. Along with Old
Testament saints, church age saints, and martyred tribulation saints, we look
forward to participating with Christ in His rule and reign with resurrected,
glorified bodies in these glory days that are still to come.

In this view, we hold that the church and Israel are distinct entities in the
outworking of God’s eternal plan of salvation in Christ, and that God will fulfill
His unique promises and purposes for the Nation of Israel as His salvation
plan moves toward its consummation.

e Undeserved and I (v.4-5)

e Unending and I (v.6)
